There was good news for California pet owners this 

month: the provision for the 9% sales tax for veterinary 

services was eliminated from the final state budget 

passed in Sacramento February 19. Thank you to every-

one who helped to stop this plan. The bad news this 

month is that California State Senator Dean Florez has 

introduced Senate Bill 250 which would force manda-

tory sterilization of dogs and cats unless owners  

obtained an unaltered dog or cat license. According to 

lobbyist PetPAC, this bill is fiscally irresponsible in that 

local jurisdictions cannot recoup the costs to administer 

and enforce mandated pet sterilization laws from penal-

ties and fees alone; funds will be taken from other city 

and county services, including law enforcement and 

public safety. We may find, like the analysis of 

AB1645, that animal control costs will increase as more 

pets are surrendered to shelters, euthanasia rates rise, 

and licensing drops off. Please contact PetPAC and 

write, fax or call your representatives if you want to sup-

port efforts to defeat this bill.
